Through lectures,
presentations and listening to the latest DAB+ radio platform, the project
introduces digital radio to our future generation in technical schools, secondary
schools and universities. Within the framework of this project, several lectures
have already taken place at schools in Prague, Pilsen, Hradec Kralové, Pardubice,
Blatna, Pisek and Hlubokda nad VItavou. On the basis of these lectures, some of
the schools have included the topic of digital radio broadcasting in the school
curriculum.
